G.S.R. 840(E).—Whereas the draft rules further to amend the Insecticides Rules, 1971 which the Central Government
proposes to make in exercise of the powers conferred by section 36 of the Insecticides Act, 1968 (46 of 1968) was
published in the notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of Agriculture (Department of Agriculture and
Co-operation) vide number G.S.R.92(E),dated the 3% February, 2015 in the Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part-II ,
Section 3, Sub-section (i), dated the 13" February, 2015, inviting objections or suggestions from all persons likely to be
affected thereby, before the expiry of the period of forty-five days from the date on which the copies of the Gazette
containing the said notification were made to the public;

And whereas, copies of the said Gazette notification were made available to the public on the 13" April, 2015;
And whereas, objections and suggestions were duly considered in respect of the said notification;

Whereas, the Central Government is of the opinion that circumstances have arisen, which render it necessary to
make the rules without consultation with the Board;

In terms of proviso to section 36 of the Act, the Board shall be consulted within six months of making of the
rules and the Central Government shall take into consideration any suggestions which the Board may make in relation to
the amendments of the said rules;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 36 of the Insecticides Act, 1968 (46 of 1968), the
